The public hearing was opened at 7:31PM.

Justice Bruce Schmidt stated that he was asking the board to consider a $1000.00
increase because he had not had an increase in 5 years. He asked to have his court
clerk's hourly wage increased to $12.00 per hour which would still leave her as the
second lowest court clerk in Orleans County.

Connie Mosher asked why there was no payroll processing in the budget. Supervisor
Culhane explained it was now included in the accounting budget.

Lorienda Smith asked how much the previous accounting firm, Baldwin Associates, had
cost the town. Supervisor Culhane said about $16,000.00.

Katherine Marsh pointed out that the computer services line had a typo. It reads 12,000
but should be 1,200.

Section 1. Legislative Intent

It is the intent of this local law to override the limit on the amount of real property taxes that may be
levied by the Town of Gaines pursuant to General Municipal Law 83-c, and to allow the Town of
Gaines to adopt a budget for the fiscal year 2014 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of
the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law §3-c, and to allow the Town of Gaines to
adopt a budget for the fiscal year 2014 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the “tax
levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law §3-cC.

Section 2. Authority

This local law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal Law 83-c, which expressly
authorizes the town board to override the tax levy limit by the adoption of a local law approved by
vote of sixty percent (60%) of the town board.

Section 3. Tax Levy Limit Override

The Town Board of the Town of Gaines, County of Orleans, is hereby authorized to adopt a budget
for the fiscal year 2014 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise
proscribed in General Municipal Law, §3-c.

Section 4. Severability

If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law or the application thereof
to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance, shall be adjusted by any court of competent
jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect, impair, or
invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in it separation to the clause, sentence,
paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law or in its application to the person, individual, firm
or corporation or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment or
order shall be rendered.

Section 5. Effective Date

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
